The study is based on the data collected from 141 NA constituencies in Punjab and  

has been merged together to make it one survey report. 

The sample size 200349 looks to big for a customary surveys but important thing to 

keep in mind that these are merged data of 141 NA constituencies of Punjab in which 

the  survey universe was a national assembly constituency. The average sample was 

1420 with the randomly selected respondents.

Hence the sample represent the whole Punjab including urban/rural and demographic 

diversities of Punjab.
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IPOR’s Pre-Election poll findings for this constituency 

reflects only the intentions of all eligible voters to vote, 

whereas victory margin depends on who turns up to 

vote on election day or stays at home.

• The selection of locations were made based upon population based list of polling stations using the systematic random

• In each location a cluster of 10 interviews were conducted.

• Interview teams were comprised of both of males and females; the female respondents were interviewed by female
interviewers and male respondents by male interviewers.

• The Kish method was used to select respondents 18 years and older within the randomly selected household. The Right
Hand method was used to select every fifth household in localities selected through “Random Walk” methodology.

• Figures in charts and tables may not sum to 100 percent due to rounding error.
